Where n is the number of all the courses (with letter grading) that a
student has taken up to the previous semester.

Student shall be required to maintain a minimum of 4.00 CGPA at the
end of each semester. If a student's CGPA remains below 4.00 in two
consecutive semesters, then the student will be placed under probation
and the case will be referred to Academic Performance Review
Committee (APRC) which will decide the course load of the student for
successive semester till the student comes out of the probationary clause.

To clear a course of a degree program, a student should obtain letter
grade C and above. However, D/E grade in two/one of the courses
throughout the UG/PG degree program respectively shall be deemed to
have cleared the respective course(s). The excess of two/one D/E
course(s) in UG/PG degree program shall become the backlog course(s)
and the student will be required to repeat and clear them in successive
semester(s) by obtaining grade C or above.

After successfully clearing all the courses of the degree program, the
student shall be awarded division as per following table.
